» Turn on sleep mode, the LED screen will turn off in 3-5 seconds;

* The spray mode works for 5 minutes each time, and pauses for 5
minutes, 10 minutes, and 15 minutes in sequence (5-10-15-5-10-15,
and so on).

Cleaning and Maintenance
