PowerUSB LAN1 LAN2 LAN3 LAN4 WAN RESET Antenna

1. Product Introduction

AP is used to transmit photos or videos. Its main components are as follows:

After powering the AP on and waiting for 2 ~ 3 minutes, the indicator lights of 
2.4G and 5G all light up,which indicate the device has started.

Note: Power on the AP first, and then power on Pintura.

2. Steps
