Thank you for buying the Notebook style Bluetooth Keyboard with Bluetooth Speaker and power
charging function for the iPad 2&new iPad&iPad4. We are confident that this product is a great
compliment and enhancement to your iPad. Please read the following instructions carefully so that

you can become acquainted with the functions of this product.

2) Product Overview

(D: Charge output: Charge your iPad, iPhone and most 5V devices with the provided USB cable adapter.
(2): Charge input: Charge the keyboard

(3): Power On/Off Switch (Bluetooth Keyboard and Bluetooth Speaker)

(@: Power Button for the Charging function

(®): Bluetooth speaker pairing ON/OFF Button

(©): Bluetooth speaker
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Fn + Bluetooth Icon ( § ) activates the Bluetooth Keyboard pairing

Note: Pleases connect to the keyboard first before connecting with the speaker.

Set the power “on/off” switch to" on" to power on the keyboard
A) Keyboard Pairing Connection

NOTE: With standard usage, the keyboard can function more than one year between charges
(based on 8 hours per day using the Keyboard only)

a) Pressand hold the Fn + Bluetooth Icon (3 ) to activate the Bluetooth Keyboard pairing

b) Turn on your iPad 2&New iPad &iPad4 and select "SETTINGS" - "GENERAL" ->"BLUETOOTH"
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The status light will flash on the Keyboard and the iPad 2 or New iPad or iPad4 will display
"Keyboard for iPad” (KB) as an available device.

d

Select " Keyboard for iPad” (KB) on the iPad 2 or New iPad or iPad4. The iPad 2 or New iPad
or iPad4 will display a code.

e) Type the code on the Keyboard and press enter. The keyboard will now be paired to the iPad 2
or New iPad or iPad4.

Reconnecting Keyboard:

Once already paired, the keyboard will automatically connect to the same device the next time you
turn on the power switch.

B) Bl h ker C
Note: When the device is fully charged, the Bluetooth speaker can play continuously for up to
14 hours. Once the keyboard battery is low, the speaker will automatic turn off. You are still able
to use the remaining power in the battery to charge your iPad or other devices.

Press and hold the 3 button (&) in the Product Overview illustration) up to 4 seconds and then
release when you hear the voice prompt the speaker is "ready to pair".

The status light will flash on the Keyboard and the iPad 2 or New iPad or iPad4 will display "Bluetooth
Speaker" (SPKR) as an available device.



Select "Bluetooth Speaker" (SPKR) on the iPad 2 or New iPad or iPad4. The speaker will now be
paired to the iPad 2 or New iPad or iPad4.

Disconnecting Speaker:

To turn off the Bluetooth speaker, please press and hold the 3 button (® in the Product Overview
illustration) until the voice prompts the speaker is powered off.



Reconnecting Speaker:

Press and hold the 3 button (&) in the Product Overview illustration) for 2 seconds and
release when you hear the voice prompt the speaker is powered on. The Bluetooth speaker
will automatically reconnect to the previously paired device.

C) Charging Operation
IMPORTANT NOTE: Please make sure to use the CHARGE INPUT port when charging
the keyboard. If the USB cable was connected to the CHARGE OUTPUT port to charge
the keyboard, there is a risk of damaging the keyboard

a) Charging the Keyboard

Please connect the USB cable to the CHARGE INPUT port on the keyboard. You may then
connect the USB cable to a computer’s USB port, or use an iPad, or iPhone USB power
adapter to charge the Keyboard.

Please note the following estimated length of time to fully charge the keyboard:
1) using iPad USB power adapter: 10 hours

2) using computer USB port: 15 hours

3) using iPhone USB power adapter: 15 hours

The red light will flash while charging and become solid when fully charged.

b) Charging the iPad and most 5V portable devices

The Keyboard can charge most 5V portable devices using the charging output port with the
provided cable adapter.

Before charging a device, please use the provided USB receptacle adapter and make sure it is
connected to the CHARGE OUTPUT port. Please connect the device’s USB cable to the provided USB

receptacle adapter. Press the O button (@ in the Product Overview illustration) and the green



light will flash signifying the Keyboard is charging the device. During the charging process, the
green light will flash twice each minute. The Keyboard will automatic turn off the charging output
function if the device is disconnected for 10 seconds.

Please note the power LED will flash 10 times when the Keyboard battery does not have any power.

4) Using the Keyboard with the iPad

1. iPad with the Protective iPad Cover. First affix the cover onto your iPad. Make sure to remove the
long protective covering for the hinge.




2: iPad without the Protective iPad Cover. Please make sure to put on the long Protective covering
for the hinge.







3. To remove your iPad from Keyboard, please refer to the following illustration:




5) Special iPad function hotkeys
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The Bluetooth Keyboard was designed with special iPad function hotkeys to give you more control to
your iPad 2& NEW iPad&iPad4

ﬁ Home button — brings you to the iPad home screen

Keyboard hide/show- shows or hides the iPad on screen keyboard
O\ Search -Brings up the iPad search screen

B Select All-Selects all elements

% Copy-Copies the selected elements

[F Paste-Paste the selected elements that was previously copied

[2 Cut-Cuts out the selected elements

Previous track — navigate to the previous track on current playlist

Pl Play/pause — starts or pauses current track on playlist

»»> Next track — navigate to the next track on current playlist
= MUTE - Mutes audio on the iPad

=) VOLUME DOWN - decreases the volume on your iPad

=) VOLUME UP -Increases the volume on your iPad

@ Black Screen— turn your iPad screen off or restore the screen when pressed again
