CONNECTING TRANSMITTER TO TV
Method 1: Via TV Headphone Socket

Step 2. Locate the headphone socket on your TV. Plug one end of the supplied 3 meter 3.5mm jack 
to jack audio cable      into the headphone socket.

Step 3. Connect the remaining end of the audio cable      into the socket marked AUDIO IN located 
at the end of the transmitter unit      .

If your TV has a headphone socket - and you have connected this successfully - proceed to 
Step 4 on Page 5. If not, please go to Page 4 and follow Method 2 instructions for connection using 
Audio Out / Component sockets.

CONNECTING TRANSMITTER TO TV
Method 2: Via Audio Out / Component Sockets

Some TV’s do not have a headphones socket and therefore require the connection to be 
made using the TV Audio Out / Component sockets via the supplied 3.5mm jack to 
component cable, these are colour coded Red and White 

Step 2a. Locate the TV component RCA audio sockets on your TV, plug in the supplied 3.5mm jack 
into the RCA cable      into the sockets matching Red and White colour coded sockets.

Step 2a. Connect the remaining end of the supplied 3.5mm jack into the RCA cable      into one side 
of the 3.5mm stereo jack connector       - it does not matter which side first.

Step 2b. Connect the 3 meter 3.5mm audio cable      into remaining 3.5mm stereo jack connector      
.

Step 3. Connect the remaining end of the audio cable       into the socket marked AUDIO IN located 
at the end of the transmitter unit      .

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BLUETOOTH PAIRING MODE: 
You must ensure that your device is not currently paired with another audio 
device or the device will not be able to pair to the transmitter.

Step 4. Check the audio system is connected to the mains power and is switched ON.

Step 5. Switch power for the transmitter unit       on by moving the OFF/ON switch into the ON 
position.

Step 6. Switch the PAIRING switch to the Right. The LED light will flash Blue & Green indicating the 
transmitter is searching for a device. This will change to a blue flashing light only.

Step 7. When the Blue LED light stops flashing and remains solid Blue, the pairing is successful.

Pairing Bluetooth Transmitter to TV Bed
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When transmitter is using normal AAA batteries, please turn OFF the power when not in use.
 You can also use a 3V mains adaptor (sold separately) to allow power switch to be left in the ON 

position. Batteries MUST be removed if 3V mains adaptor is connected (Please see page 1).
