The Force Feedback Bluetooth Keyboard 

1.Power on/power off  
 Power on :Press the cute cartoon button for 1second. 
 Power off : Press the cute button about 3 seconds until the blue light flash quickly then let go. 
2.Pairing 
 1.Turn on your phone/tablet/Notebook and keyboard’s bluetooth device function. 
 2.Click the Cute Cartoon Pattern Button only one time,find out“iKey”from yourPhone/Tablet/Notebook and then   

choose this device to connect. 

 3.iKey will vibrate one time indicate pairing success. 
3.Charging up 
 USB cable line,convenient to charge anywhere any time.
