1.2 Battery charging

The battery can be charged by:
Method 1: a USB cable.

Method 2: The bottom charger*.
Method 3: The single charging cradle*.
Method 4: The 4-slot charging cradle*.

Note: Those marked with * need to be purchased separately.

When it's charging, the LED indicator light is red;

When it’s fully charged, the LED indicator light turns green;
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When the battery is low, iData K3 Pro will display a warning message;
When the battery is too low, iData K3 Pro will shut down automatically .

% Attention

The battery charging time may be around 3 hours. Interrupted charging will not do damage
to the battery. The battery life is determined by the different usage conditions of iData K3
Pro. For example, the usage of different functions, the usage patterns, the variable
charging time , and data transfer conditions, etc.

% Reminder

To ensure that iData K3 Pro has a longer standby time, please follow the tips as below:

€ Connect the device to a DC power supply for charging while it's not in use;

€ Shorten the sleep mode timer in Settings (Steps: Home>Applications>Settings>
>Display>Sleep);

€ Turn off all radio activity, WiFi, Bluetooth, etc. when it's not in use.
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2 How to use iData K3 Pro

2.1 Turn on/off the device

After being fully charged, you can start using iData K3 Pro.

1. When turning on the device, press and hold the on/off button in the upper right corner of
the device for a few seconds, the device will display the boot screen, and enter the system
desktop after the boot progress is completed. It will take some time for device initialization,
please wait patiently.

2. When turning off the device, press and hold the on/off button in the upper right corner of
the device for a few seconds, and a shutdown option dialog box will pop up, click
Power-Shutdown to turn off the device.

2.2 Lock and unlock the device

Lock the device

Short press the power on/off key to lock the device. If you do not run the device within the
system default or screen lock time, the device will be locked automatically.

Short press the on/off button, and slide up the unlock option on the main screen to unlock

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5 How to manage iData K3 Pro

5.1 Program software installation

iData K3 Pro adopts the Google Android operating platform, and the Android software suffix
is apk. There are a few methods for iData K3 Pro to install the program software:

1. You can download the software installation package, and then use the file manager to
install it.

2. You can log in to the iData MDM system and upload the software installation package in
the system for push installation.

5.2 Uninstall the installer

You can uninstall the unnecessary program software to increase the operating speed of the
device. Here are a few methods for your reference.

1. Go to Settings->Applications and Notifications, select the program software to be
uninstalled in the pop-up application list, click the software, enter the application program
information interface, then in the application program information interface, click Uninstall,
and enter the next step to uninstall , click Confirm, and wait a few seconds until it's
completed.

2. You can click the application tray to open the application interface, find the icon of the
application that needs to be uninstalled, long press the icon and drag it to the Trash to
uninstall the program.

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6 Precautions and Troubleshooting

6.1 iData K3 Pro precautions

In order to ensure that the device does not fail, please follow the tips below when using
iData K3 Pro:

<~ Keep the device, its parts and accessories out of the reach of children.

< Keep the device dry. Rain, moisture, and liquids contain acids that can corrode
electronic circuit boards.

< Do not store or use the device in dusty or unclean places.

<> Do not store the device in an overheated place, high temperature will shorten the life of
electronic components.

<~ Do not store the device in a place that is too cold, when the temperature of the device
rises, moisture will generate from inside which may damage the circuit board.

<~ Do not attempt to disassemble the device, non-professional disassembly will damage
the device.

<> Do not touch the screen surface of iData K3 Pro with pens, pencils or other sharp
objects to avoid scratching the screen.

<> Do not throw, knock or strongly hit the device. Rough handling of the device will damage
the components of the device and may cause device failure.

<> Do not use harsh chemicals or strong detergents to clean the device. If the device
becomes dirty, use a soft cloth dampened with a diluted glass cleaner solution to clean
the surface.

<~ Please use a protective film to minimize wear and tear. Screen protectors increase the
usability and durability of touch control screen.

Battery Safety Guidelines

<> The device charging area must be kept away from debris, flammable materials or
chemicals.

<~ When charging the battery, the temperature of the battery and the charger must be
between (0°C~40°C).

<~ Do not use incompatible chargers. Using incompatible chargers may cause fire,
explosion, leakage or other dangerous accidents.

< Do not disassemble, crush, twist, puncture or cut the battery.

RF Exposure Information (SAR)

This mobile phone meets the government's requirements for exposure to radio waves. This phone is designed and
manufactured not to exceed the emission limits for exposure to radio frequency (RF) energy set by the Federal
Communications Commission of the U.S. Government.
