Slide the ON/OFF Switch to ON to turn on the SUMO RC Wrestlers.
Slide the ON/OFF Switch to OFF to turn off the SUMO RC Wrestlers.

To install batteries into the SUMO RC Wrestlers, unscrew the screw on the
battery box cover to open the cover. Insert 3 x “AA” 1.5V batteries (Not Included)
into the battery box. Batteries should be placed as shown on the diagram.
Replace the battery box cover and tighten the screw.

Notice:

When inserting the batteries, you must insert according to the correct polarity,
the SUMO RC Wrestlers won't function if batteries are reversed.

To install batteries into the RC Remote, unscrew the screw on the

battery box cover to open the cover. Insert 3 x “AAA” 1.5V batteries (Not Included)
into the battery box. Batteries should be placed as shown on the diagram.

Performance Tips

1. Do not drive the SUMO RC Wrestlers on grass, sand or go through water.
2. Do not drive the SUMO RC Wrestlers in windy or rainy weather.

3. Do not drive the SUMO RC Wrestlers into any sharp object.

4. Keep fingers, hair and loose clothing away from SUMO RC Wrestlers.

Care and Maintenance

Always use dry and soft cloth to clean this product.

d. Remove batteries if product is not to be played with for a long time.

e. Do not short-circuit the supply terminals.

2. Should this product cause, or be affected by local electrical interference, move it

away from other electrical equipment.Reset ( switching ON&OFF again or removing
and re-inserting batteries) if necessary.
