2.1 Front Panel

3. Getting started

3.1 Installing the batteries in the remote control

1. Place your finger or thumb under the holding catch and gently press upward and forward to
release the cover.

2. Insert two AAA batteries into the recess.

3. Replace the lid over the recess and gently push down on the lid until it snaps firmly into
place.

Caution

1. Keep batteries out of children’s reach.

2. Don’t attempt to recharge, short-circuit, disassemble, heat or throw the batteries into the fire.

3. Always replace both batteries at the same time. Never mix new and old batteries or batteries
of a different type.

4. If you don’t intend to use the remote control for an extended period, remove the batteries to
prevent possible leakage and corrosion.
