How to use

1. Turnon: long-press the button o at the bottom, notification tone heard and LED giving out light. Ready to work

2. Turn off: long-press the button ® 4t the bottom and LED light is off.

3. How to connect Bluetooth.
A. While the speaker is on, turn on the Bluetooth of mobile device (cell phone, laptop, etc) and search Bluetooth device”BT
SPEAKER”.
Click the “BT SPEAKER”, pairing and connecting automatically. Connecting successfully with a notification tone.
When connected, the speaker plays music what is playing on the cellphone or other devices. Press button 0 to
pause/play music.

D. The speaker connects paired Bluetooth devices automatically when both turned on. After connected, speaker plays the

latest played music with a press on button o,

4. Bluetooth Call

A. When dial-in, speaker plays call ringtone. Press button O to answer the call. Press button ® again to ring off.

B. When speaker is on and connected, press button o twice quickly and the latest dial-out number will be dialed again.

C. Call-answer shift between speaker and cellphone. Press the icon earplug/Bluetooth on cellphone when answering a call.
The call-answer can be shifted between speaker and cellphone.
5. Charging mode: Connect low-powered speaker with computer with USB charging cable. The power indicator is red during
charging. When fully-charged, the indicator is off.

Cautions:

1. Please do not disassemble the speaker personally to avoid possible damage.

2. Keep the speaker away from hot temperature, such as fire or heater.

3. Do not immerse the speaker into liquid. When long-term unused, speaker should be put in cool and dry place. And a regular
charging every 2 month will extent the battery’s lifespan.
