3. Terminal connected to the computer 

Connected to a computer with a USB cable, you can pop-up window or pull-down 

notification bar of USB data storage data storage switch open.When using the data

1. use application

When the status bar displays notification icons have to indicate that you have new 

notifications, such as missed calls or new messages, etc.please pull down the notification bar,

You can use the virtual keyboard of the screen to input Chinese, English, symbols and 

numbers.Some input method (such as search dogs, TouchPal, etc.) may support handwriting

1. call 

 dialing and answering call 

Making a call is recommended to use T9 dialpad search you are looking for contacts in 

the terminal, you can also click on the call history to quickly call back 

 

 dialing call 

 via the T9 searching result to dialing

Enter the contact name in Chinese spelling, support initials, spelling, any part of a mixed 

alphabet search 

Any contact search input field in English 

Search Enter the contact number of any field 

The search results will highlight the matching section, click the entry to Call 

 direct dial 

dial:enter the number direct,press the call button outgoing calls 

enter symbol“+”,long press number button“0” 

enter the pause symbol“，”：long press * button  

enter the voice mail:long press the number button “1” 

 Call by call logs 

 Recently dialed or connected phone is displayed in the call log, click on the list name or 

phone number to quickly call back or go to the contact details page, you can set the 

option to click through telephone dial list operations  

 Call records missed calls with red logo, showing the number of rings  

 via the contacts 

Click the lower left corner of the address book button to jump to the Contacts screen, 

select a contact, then click on the "Phone" button 

 answer call 

 answer:press “answer”button to answer call
