Outdoors

Do not operate under bad weather conditions (raining, snowing, wind etc).
Do not fly device over crowded areas or motor traffic.

Fly the AirSelfie2 in plain sight, and away from obstructions or water.

It is advisable to not operate the device from over 20 metres of distance.

Indoors

The AirSelfie2 uses visual positioning technology for optimal hovering performance.
For maximum stability, it is advised to fly the device over flat and multicoloured surfaces.
Ensure there is sufficient lighting whenever using the device indoors.

Flying the device over surfaces that absorb sound, such as rugs and carpets, could have
an impact on the operating condition.
