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CHARGING

Insert one end of the included charging cable into the charging port.

Insert the other end into a suitable USB charging adapter 



POWERING ON/OFF

To power ON/OFF your soundbar, press and hold the power button for 
appoximately 3-4 seconds.

Setting THE Mode

Power ON your soundbar. Press the mode button repeatedly to 
toggle through your soundbar’s various modes. 



AIWA AI6032

Go to the Bluetooth settings menu on 
your phone. Make sure that Bluetooth 
is turned on. Connect to the device 
listed as “AIWA AI6032”.

NOTE:  Disconnect through your 
connected device or by changing 
modes.

BLUETOOTH PAIRING
Once powered ON, press the mode button repeatedly to set your 
soundbar to Bluetooth mode.



Listening to Music

- While using Bluetooth, press to go 
back to the last track in a playlist. 

-Press and hold to decrease the volume.

- Press to access the previous saved 
station while using FM Radio Mode.

- While using Bluetooth, press to go to 
the next track in a playlist. 

-Press and hold to increase the volume.

- Press to go to the next saved station 
while using FM Radio Mode.

-Press and hold to power ON/OFF the 
soundbar.

-Press to play/pause current audio.

- Press to cycle between the different 
modes available on the soundbar. 

-While recieving a call, press to 
answer/end calls.

ADDITIONAL FEATURES

Connect one end of a 3.5mm Aux cable (not included) to the Aux In port on your soundbar. 
Connect the other end to the headphone jack on your audio device. To listen to music using a 
wired connection, select the corresponding mode.

To use FM Radio mode to listen to music from local radio stations, set the soundbar to the 
corresponding mode. Press the play/pause button to scan and save available FM stations. 
Press the previous track and next track buttons to change stations.

AUX IN Port

Plug a USB thumb drive into the USB Input Port on your soundbar. To play from the USB, you 
must set the soundbar to the corresponding mode. Your soundbar can play .mp3 music files 
from your thumb drive. The maximum storage size of the USB flash drive cannot exceed 32 
GB.

FM Radio

Slide a Micro SD Card into the Slot on your soundbar. Your soundbarcan play .mp3 music files 
from the card inserted.

TWS pairing allows the connection of two AI6032 soundbars together on one device. Power 
on both soundbars, but do not connect to any device. Press and hold the Play/Pause button 
on one of the soundbars for approximately three seconds to pair together. 

You can then go to the Bluetooth settings menu on your phone. Make sure that Bluetooth is 
turned on. Connect to the device listed as ‘AIWA AI6032’.

TWS Pairing

Note: Do not connect an amplifier or amplifier signal to avoid damaging the soundbar.

Note: Connecting to a computer will not work. Files will not be visible.
