Step 4
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Open the “Wiodo” APP, enter your email and password to log in. 
You can also log in using your Line or Facebook account.

Click the "+" in the upper right corner of the APP to add a camera. Select your Wi-Fi, and enter the Wi-Fi password, please
make sure to enter it correctly, otherwise the connection will fail.

Please wait for about 1 minute until binding successful. Device added successfully. You can rename the device. Cement Wall: Drill holes into the wall using the mounting 
template, insert expansion plastic tubes, then screw in 
screws to secure the mounting template. 

Wooden Wall: Align the holes of the mounting template, screw 
in screws directly to secure it. Align the camera base with 
the mounting template's clip, rotate to lock the camera in place.
