The receiver input bandwidth matches the bandwidth of the transmitted signal. The receiver
has the ability to shift frequencies in synchronization with the transmitted signals.

The system does not coordinate its channel! selection/hopping sequence with other
frequency hopping systems for the express purpose of avoiding the simultaneous occupancy
of individual hopping frequencies by multiple transmitters.
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
