2. Connect the standard USB plug end of the cable to a power USB port on a computer or other USB 
charging device.

3. The Power/Charging/Pairing Indicator Light on the head glows red steadily while the unit is 
charging and turns OFF once the unit is fully charged. If unit is not powered on when micro USB 
plug is connected, the red light glows steadily to indicate unit is charging.

Playing Audio Via Bluetooth
