Maintenance
® Place the unit on a level surface away from sources of direct sunlight or excessive heat.

e Protect your furniture when placing your unit on a natural wood and lacquered finish. A cloth or other
protective material should be placed between it and the fumiture.

e Clean your unit with a soft cloth moistened only with mild soap and water. Stronger cleaning agents,
such as benzene, thinner or similar materials can damage the surface of the unit.

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Replacing & Installing Clock Backup Batteries Using the |BT2 ]

The iBT21 uses 2 AA batteries (included) for backup to provide continuous alarm operation and clock

seffings in the event of a power failure. If the backup batteries have been installed and a power failure

occurs or the AC adaptor is accidentally disconnected, the display backlight will not remain lit, but current
time and alarm time seftings will be temporarily maintained. Otherwise, you must reset the time and alarm
settings.

Note: You should replace backup batteries when the Battery Low Indicator appears on the display.

1. Please make sure the AC adaptor is connected. Otherwise all settings may be lost during battery
replacement.

2. Open backup battery compartment door located on the bottom
of the unit.

3. Insert two "AA" batteries, checking the + and — ends of the
batteries match the diagram inside the compartment. VWe
recommend fo use alkaline battery for longer life. Do not mix
alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc) or rechargeable (nickel-cadmium)
batteries.

4. Close the compartment cover.

Note: Make sure you dispose of batteries properly (see your local

regulations).

When it blinks it is time fo replace backup batteries.

Setting Up the Unit outlet

1. Connect the included AC adaptor to the DC jack located on the back
of the unit and connect the other end to a working wall outlet.

Turning the Unit ON and OFF*

1. Once the AC adaptor is properly connected, press the
Power Button located on top of the unit to turn the unit
ON. "ON" will appear briefly on the display and the LED
indictator will light up.

2. Press the Power Button to turn the unit OFF. The LED indicator e
will turn off and "OFF” will appear briefly on the display.

NOTE: The unit has an automatic shut off function: if no audio is

detected for 3 minutes, the unit will power off.

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Setting the Time Using the iBT2 ]

1. Press and hold the Clock Adjust Button {located on the back of the unit] until the time flashes in the
display and a beep sounds.

2. Press and release the = or + Buttons to adjust the clock to the current time (hold to advance or reverse
rapidly). Make sure to sef the correct AM/PM time. The PM indicator appears fo the left of the fime
display; there is no AM indicator.

3. Press and release the Clock Adjust Button. The year will flash on the display.

4. Press and release the = or + Buttons unfil the current year is displayed (hold to advance or reverse
rapidly).

5. Press and release the Clock Adjust Button again. The date will flash on the display.

6. Press and release the = or + Buttons until the current date is displayed (hold to advance or reverse
ropidly).

7. Press and release the Clock Adjust Button again to complete time setting. You will hear 2 beeps to
confirm time setting is complete.

NOTE: Press the ) or & Button at any time during time setting fo foggle between standard
12 hour display and 24 hour ("military”) display modes.

1. By default, the unit selects the most recently linked Bluetooth device as your wake-o source. If no
Bluetooth device is detected, the iBT21 will automatically default to buzzer alarm. See page 8 to

sefup your Bluetooth device.
Note: make sure you have an hour of audio on your Bluetooth device and that the volume on the
device is sef fo a volume that will wake you [not at minimum volume.
2. Press and hold the (@ Button until the current alarm time flashes in the lower part of the display and @
beep sounds.
Press the = or + Button fo sef the alarm time. Remember to sef the correct AM or PM fime.
3. Press the @ Button (or if no button is pressed within 10 seconds). Two beeps will confirm alarm time
and exit alarm sefting mode. The alarm will be armed and the corresponding alarm icon will appear.
4. To set Alarm 2 just follow steps 2 - 3 using the @ Button.

Reviewing, Arming and Disarming Alarms
1. Once an alarm is set, it is armed and the lower part of the display will show the alarm time. If both
alarms are armed, the earliest alarm time will show.

2. To arm/disarm the alarm, just press the associated alarm button to foggle it on or off. If the alarm is
armed, the related alarm icon will appear in the upper part of the display.

Resetting the Alarm to Come On the Next Day

When the alarm is sounding, press the () Button to stop alarm and reset it to come on the following

day. 5

1. Press and hold the Snooze/Dimmer Button for a few seconds to enter set snooze timer mode. A beep
will sound and the display will flash. Press the = or + Button fo set the snooze fimer from 1 to 29
minutes. Press the Snooze/Dimmer Button fo exit. Two confirmation beeps will sound.

2. Press the Snooze/Dimmer Button after the alarm sounds. The alarm will be silenced and come on
again after the sef snooze fime. Snooze can be pressed several times during the 1 hour alarm cycle.

The iBT21 has a sure alarm feature. If bockup batteries are installed, the buzzer alarm will still sound in

the event of power failure.

Whenever AC power is connected, this unit will attempt fo aufolink fo o previously paired device. If no

device is paired, the unit will automatically enter pairing mode for 2 minutes. You can manually initiate

pairing without tumning on the unit by following sfeps 1-3 below.

1.

Make sure your Bluetooth device is fully charged. Turn on your Bluefooth device and make it
"discoverable” by turning on Bluefooth mode (check in Options or Seftings) .

Press and hold the Bluetooth Pairing Button on the back of the unit for 2 seconds. The unit will beep
and the Bluetooth icon will flash on the display, indicating the unit is in pairing mode.

"iHome iBT21" should appear in your device's menu. If “Not Paired”, “Not Connected” or similar
message appears, select “iHome iBT21" fo connect it. If prompted for a passcode, enfer “1234" on
your device's keypad.

If pairing is successful, 2 beeps will sound, "PAIR" will appear briefly in the botiom display and the
Bluetooth icon will become solid. There should also be an indication on your device. If no device is
successfully paired within 2 minutes the unit will default to previous mode. Once unit is paired to @
device, it will aftempt to autolink when the device is within range (about 30 feet).
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Pairing with a Different Device Using the |BT2 ]

1. When AC power is connected, the unit will automatically link with the previously paired Bluefooth
device as long as that device is still within range (approx. 30 feet). To pair with a different device
follow steps 1 - 4 under "Pairing Your Device” on previous page.

Playing Audio Via Bluetooth

1. Press the O Button to turn on the unit. The Bluetooth icon will be displayed when a linked device is
in range and defected. You can then listen to audio streamed wirelessly from your paired iPad,
iPhone, iPod or other Bluetooth device.

2. Pressthe 1 Button to play audio from your device. Press again fo pause play and once more to
resume play. VWhen Bluetooth audio is active, the audio icon will be displayed around the Bluetooth
icon (B (NOTE: If the "AUX’ symbol is on the display, that indicates you are in AUX mode. Press
the Mode Button to switch to Bluetooth mode.)

3. Pressthe = or + Button fo navigate tracks on your device.

Press the # or ) Button to adjust the system volume. You can also adjust volume on your device.

5. When done listening, press the () Button to turn the unit OFF. Remember to turn off your device,
foo.

Remote Power On Via Bluetooth

When within range (about 30 feet] of the unit, your previously paired device will autolink fo the unit.
Pressing play on your device will remotely power on the unit and in a few moments your audio will
play through the unit af the current set volume. On some devices, alert sounds from the device will
also be transmitted.

Sleep mode lets you sleep to your Bluetooth device until the unit shuts off at a selected time. It will send a

"pause’ command to your device, foo. (Only while the unit is in Bluetooth mode).

1. Press the Sleep Button to enter sleep mode. The Sleep Icon will appear on the display to indicate it is
in sleep mode.

2. Press the Sleep Button as needed to adjust the sleep timer from 120,90, 60, 30 or 15 minutes (or turn
sleep mode OFF by pressing the O Button).

3. When the display changes back to show the real time, press the Sleep Button once fo show the sleep
time remaining. Pressing it again fo change sleep time to the next lowest increment.

4. To stop listening at any time, press the @ Button to turn the unit OFF. Remember to tum off your device,
too.

NOTE: The next time you turn the unit on and press Sleep Button it will default o the last set sleep fime as
well as the last listening mode selected (AUX/Bluetooth).

Dimmer Operation

During normal operation, press the Snooze/Dimmer Button fo confrol the brightness of the LCD display.

USB Charging

You can charge devices via the USB port located on the back of the unit while the unit is connected to
AC power. Clock backup batteries do not power the USB charging port. Connect a USB cable (nof
included) to the USB port and connect the other end to your device. Monitor the charging status on your
device. If it doesn't charge, you must charge it using the charger that came with it.

IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

When used in the directed manner, this unit has been designed and manufactured fo ensure your personal
safety. However, improper use can result in pofential electrical shock or fire hazards. Please read all safety
and operating instructions carefully before installation and use, and keep these instructions handy for future
reference.

1. Water and Moisture — The unit should not be used near water. For example: near a bathtub, washbowl,
kitchen sink, laundry tub, swimming pool or in a wet basement.

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Attachments — Do not use attachments not recommended by the product manufacturer.

Lightning and Power Surge Protection — Unplug the unit from the wall socket and disconnect the
antenna or cable system during a lightning storm or when it is left unattended and unused for long
periods of fime. This will prevent damage to the product due fo lightning and powerline surges.

. Overloading — Do not overload wall sockets, extension cords, or infegral convenience recepfacles as

Resetting the Unit

If the iBT21 is not operating properly, you may wish to reset the unit. To do so, unplug the AC adapter
and remove the batteries from the unit. NOTE: You will then need to reset the time and any previously set
alarms.

Bluetooth implementation varies depending on your device's hardware and operating system. Please see

our website for updates on pairing.

* Make sure you have the latest firmware for your device.

* Make sure your device is working properly. Check your device's manual for details on Bluefooth pairing
and linking.

* When you power ON the speaker, it will automatically link with the last previously paired Bluefooth
device if the device is sfill within range (approx. 30 feet]. To pair with a different device you must turn
off Bluetooth capability on the already paired device, or take it out of range.
