Maintenance i BTQ

e Place the unit on a level surface away from sources of direct sunlight or excessive heat.

e Profect your furniture when placing your unit on a natural wood and lacquered finish. A cloth or other protective material should be
placed between it and the furniture.

e Clean your unit with a soft cloth moistened only with mild soap and water. Stronger cleaning agents, such as thinner or similar
materials can damage the surface of the unit. Rinse unit with tap water and wipe dry affer submersion in salt water or swimming pool.

Long-term Storage of Your Product

e Store in a cool, dry place.

e Unit should be charged before sforing.

e |f stored for a long period of fime, unit may be unresponsive until charged for a number of hours (depending on discharge level)
* Do not sfore for more than a year without charging as this can permanently harm the battery.

e After long term storage, if unit is unresponsive after charging, RESET unit while connected to AC and recharge the unit.

Internal Rechargeable Lithium-ion Battery

IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT WATERPROOF OPERATION

For proper waterproof operation, make sure the waterproof cover on the right side of the unit is
completely flush with the unit by pressing along the entire edge of the cover until it is completely and
securely in place.

The unit is IP67 waterproof rated, meaning it is immersible for up to 30 minutes at a depth of 1 meter
(3 feet). It will typically withstand rain, snow and being submersed in shallow water. Longer duration or
deeper immersion that exceeds the fesfed limits may cause product failure and void the warranty.

DO NOT immerse the unit in water for extended periods.

DO NOT immerse the unit in water deeper than 1 meter (about 3 fee).

Make sure cover and surrounding surfaces are completely dry before opening cover to prevent moisture
from damaging the internal electronics.

Keep rubber cover free of dirt, sand, or other objects that can interfere with proper sealing. If for any
reason the waterproof cover is not making a fight waterproof seal water may enter the unit.

Rinse with tap water after immersion in salt water or swimming pool.

DO NOT clean unit with oily soaps or use chemicals or solvents. Clean with damp cloth.
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Setting Up/Charging the Unit

To charge the unit and operate the unit on AC
power, open the waterproof cover on the right of
the unit and connect the included USB charging
cable to the USB IN port. Connect the other end
fo the included USB AC Adaptor, then connect the
adaptor fo a working wall outlet. While charging,
the charging status indicators will show the charge
level (see Charging Status fable on page 8.

For first time use, make sure to fully charge the
internal battery for about 8 hours.

Turning the Unit ON and OFF

1.Press and hold the & Power Button located on
top of the unit for 2 seconds fo turn the unit ON.
The white battery status and blue Bluefooth
status LED indicators on the front of the unit will
light and ascending tones will sound.

2. Press the ) Power Button to turn the unit OFF.
Descending fones will sound. Note: if no audio
is defected for 15 minutes, the unit will power
off automatically to save battery life.

Charging Status Indicators

While charging, the Battery/Charging Status
Indicator lights on the front of the unit will show
the current charging status of the battery.

While operating on the internal battery, when
the unit is ON the Battery/Charging Status
Indicator lights on the front of the unit will appear
whenever a buffon is pressed (excepting the
Power Button, which will turn the unit off).

Using Bluetooth: Pairing Your Device

Pairing is the setup process fo infroduce your Bluefooth-capable device fo the iBTQ. Once your device is paired,
the iBTQ can recognize it and you can play your audio through if.

1. Make sure your Bluetooth device is fully charged. Turn on your Bluetooth device and

make it “discoverable” by turning on Bluetooth mode (check in Options or Settings).

. Press and hold the () Power Button for 2 seconds fo turn on the iBT9. The first

time the unit is turned on it will enfer auto pairing mode: ascending tones will
sound and the indicator light on the front of the unit will flash blue while the unit
attfempts to pair. “iHome iBTQ" should appear on your device’s menu. Select
"iHome iBT9" on device to begin/complete pairing. If your device asks for a
password, enter 1234 on the keyboard of your device. A tone will sound and
the blue indicator will glow solid. If no device is paired within 3 minutes, the unit
will revert fo ifs previous sfafe.

3. To pair with a different Bluetooth device, or at a different time, make sure unit is

powered on, then press and hold the % Bluetooth Button (located on top of the
unit) for 2 seconds. Select “iHome iBT9" on device fo begin/complete pairing.

Pairing with a Different Device

When you power ON the speaker, it will automatically link with the previously paired Bluetooth
device as long as that device is still within range (about 33 feet). To pair with a different device,
please follow step 3 on page 9.

Playing Audio Via Bluetooth

1.

Press and hold the ) Power Button for 2 seconds to turn on the unit. The light on front of the
unit will flash blue and ascending tones will sound and the unit will search for a previously
paired device. The light will turn solid blue once a previously paired device is defected. You
can then listen to audio streamed wirelessly from your paired Bluetooth device.

Press the i Play/Pause Button 1o play or pause audio.

Press the ™I Play/Pause Button twice fo advance fo the next frack. Press three times to play the previous
frack or go to the start of the current track, depending on how far you are into the current frack.

Press the = Button or + Button to adjust the volume on the unit. Press and hold for rapid volume change.
The blue LED indicator on the front of the unit will flash 3X when the volume is at maximum or minimum.
You can also adjust volume on your device.

When done listening, press the b Power Button to turn the unit OFF. Remember to turn off your audio
device, too.

Note: Playing a Bluefooth device while an Aux-in device is playing will mute the Aux audio.

NOTE: The unit must be powered on fo receive a call. A Bluetooth phone must be linked.

When a call is received, playing music is muted fo hear the ring tone. Press the # Phone Button to answer the
call, or press and hold the #= Phone Button fo ignore it. For call waiting function, press the # Phone Button to
place a currently active call on hold and answer a new call and fo switch between the calls. Press and hold the
«~ Phone Button o end acfive call and refurn to a call on hold.

When a call is completed, press the #= Phone Button to end the call and resume previous function.

Playing Audio via Aux In

Connect one end of a standard 3.5mm stereo audio cable [nof included) fo the Aux in jack on the side of
the unit under the waterproof cover and connect the other end fo the headphone or line-out jack on your
audio device.

Press and hold the () Power Button on the unit for 2 seconds to turn it on.

Power on the audio device and use the controls on the device to play or pause audio, and navigate
fracks.

Adjust the volume on the unit as described in sfep 4 on page 7.

When done listening, press the () Power Bution to tum the unit OFF. Remember fo turn off your audio
device, too.

Note: Playing a Bluetooth device while an aux-in device is playing will mute the aux audio.

Note: The unit must be powered ON and operating on internal battery (not connected to AC adaptor) to
begin charging a device via the USB Port. To charge devices via USB, we recommend that the unit be
fully charged first. The iBTQ will not charge external devices via USB when internal rechargeable
battery is too low (battery indicator is blinking). While the unit will automatically power off after 15
minutes if no audio is detected (fo save battery power), it will confinue to charge your device via USB
for up to 1 hour when powered off.

1. Lift waterproof cover located on the right side of the unit to expose the USB Charging Port.

2. Connect the standard size end of a USB cable (not included) to the USB Port and connect the other end
fo the charging port on your device.

Press and hold the () Power Button on the unit for 2 seconds to turn it on.

* Waterproof cover must be properly sealed before use near water.
® Dry unit completely before opening waterproof cover.

* Do NOT open waterproof cover if wet or in a wet environment.

. Ventilation — The unit should be situated so that its location or position does not interfere with its proper

ventilation. For example, it should not be situated on a bed, sofa, rug or similar surface that may block
ventilation openings.

. Heat — The unit should be situated away from heat sources such as radiators, heat registers, stoves or

other appliances (including amplifiers) that produce heat.

Power Sources — The unit should be connected to a power supply only of the type described in the
operating instructions or as marked on the appliance.

. Power-Cable Protection — Power supply cables should be routed so that they are not likely to be walked

on or pinched by items placed upon or against them. It is always best fo have a clear area from where
the cable exits the unit to where it is plugged into an AC socket.
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6. Cleaning — The unit should be cleaned only using a warm damp cloth. Do not use oily solvents or
chemicals. Rinse the unit off with tap water affer use in salt water or swimming pool.

7. Obijects and Liquid Entry — Care should be taken so that objects do not fall and liquids are not spilled
info any openings or vents located on the product. Keep waterproof cover free of dirt, sand, or objects
that could interfere with a proper watertight seal.

8. Attachments — Do not use attachments not recommended by the product manufacturer.

9. lightning and Power Surge Protection — Unplug the unit from the wall socket and disconnect the
antenna or cable system during a lighting sform or when it is left unattended and unused for long
periods of fime. This will prevent damage to the product due fo lightning and power-line surges.

10.Overloading — Do not overload wall sockets, extension cords, or infegral convenience receptacles as
this can result in a risk of fire or electric shock.

11.Damage Requiring Service — The unit should be serviced by qualified service personnel when:

A. the power supply cable or plug has been damaged.

B. objects have fallen into or liquid has been spilled into the area under the waterproof cover
C. the unit has been dropped or the enclosure damaged.

D. the unit exhibits a marked change in performance or does not operate normally,

12.Periods of Nonuse — If the unit is to be left unused for an extended period of time, such as a month or
longer, the power cable should be unplugged from the unit to prevent damage or corrosion.

13.Servicing — The user should not attempt to service the unit beyond those methods described in the user’s
operating instructions.

Unit doesn’t respond (no power)

® Check that all connections are correct and properly plugged in.
® For internal battery operation, make sure the unit is fully charged.
* Make sure your device is properly paired with the iBT9.

* Make sure the Power is ON.

Unit doesn’t respond

e |f the unit appears to be “frozen” or locked up or hasn't been used in a long time, you may need to
reset it. To do so, use a sfraightened paper-lip, foothpick, or similar device to press the reset button
located under the waterproof cover on the side of the unit. The unit will power off once reset. If unit
hasn't been used in a long time, charge unit for a number of hours before attempting fo reset.

Trouble pairing device with iBT9

Bluetooth implementation varies depending on your device's hardware and operating system. Please see
our website for updates on pairing.

e |f pairing fails, try to pair again by powering on the unit then pressing and holding the Bluetooth Pairing

Button on the top of the unit for 2 seconds.

* Make sure your device is working properly. Check your device's manual for defails on Bluetooth pairing
and linking.
