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Troubleshooting

1. The unit does not power ON.

2. Alarm does not come on.
The alarm time AM or PM incorrectly set, Alarm was OFF, etc. Check alarm settings.

3. Low battery indicator is on.
Batteries have not been installed correctly in the battery compartment or the batteries may be weak or
exhausted. Try replacing batteries.

4. Poor FM Radio reception on certain stations.
Weak or distant station. Try adjusting the direction of the FM wire antenna.

5. Poor AM Radio reception on certain stations.
Weak or distant station. Rotate the unit to improve reception.

6. Unit shuts “Off” unexpectedly.
The unit is in Sleep Mode instead of the power ON mode, the unit was turned ON by an alarm and the
alarm time ended, or the AC outlet unit is connected to is controlled by a wall switch that is turned
OFF.
