Connect to PC
Power on the Controller by pressing the dragon shield Button

*  Wired connection: Connect to PC with the USB-C cable until the Status LED turns solid.

* 2.4GHz Wireless Connection: Toggle the Connectivity Switch to =, and insert the Wireless USB Transmitter to an available USB
port until the Status LED turns flashing GREEN to solid lighting.

+ Bluetooth Pairing: Toggle the Switch Button to 4, find the Bluetooth icon on the taskbar, and click 'Add a device' to select MSI
FORCE GC300 WIRELESS from the list of devices found until the Status LED turns flashing BLUE to solid lighting.

« If Connection Fails: The Status LED flashes red 5 times. Reconnect the controller with one of connectivity mentioned above.

Connect to Headset

Connect to a 3.5mm headset and unmute the microphone (muted by default) by pressing the mute button.
NOTE: The Mute Button is not compatible with wireless headsets.

Recharge the Controller (via USB-C Cable)

* Indicator LED off: No power left.

* Indicator LED flashing RED: Battery is low.

* Indicator LED flashing YELLOW: Battery is charging.

* Indicator LED flashing GREEN: Battery is fully charged.
