2.8 Using a microSD Card

2.8.1 Using the microSD Card as a USB Mass Storage

To transfer all your favorite music and pictures from your PC to your mobile phone's

microSD card, set the microSD card as a USB mass storage.

1. Connect your mobile phone to your PC with the USB cable provided. Your PC will
detect the microSD card as a removable storage device.

2. Open the notification bar, and then touch USB connected.

3. Touch Turn on USB storage in the dialog box that opens to confirm that you want
totransfer files.

You can now transfer files from your PC to your mobile phone's microSD card.

1) When your microSD card acts as a USB mass storage, your mobile phone will
not use this memory space. Ensure that you follow the correct procedures to
disconnect the USB mass storage device (your mobile phone) from the PC
when you have finished transferring files.

2.8.2 Removing the microSD Card

2. Scroll down the screen, and then touch Storage > Unmount SD card.
3. Carefully remove the microSD card.



3 Calling

To make a phone call, you can dial a number using the keypad or touch a number
saved in your contact list, on a webpage, or in other places. When you are in a call,
you can answer other incoming calls or redirect them to your voicemail. You can also
set up conference calls with several participants.

3.1 Making a Call

To make a call, you can use the Phone application, or select a number from People.

4 People

The People application enables you to save and manage information such as phone
numbers and addresses of your contacts. After you save contact information on your
mobile phone, you have easy access to the people with whom you want to
communicate.

4.1 Opening the People Application

On the Home screen, touch §a > People to open the People application.
« Ifyou have notyet added any contacts to your mobile phone, touch E tocreatea
contact.

« Any contacts that are already saved on your mobile phone are displayed
alphabetically in a list that you can scroll through.

4.2 Importing Contacts from a SIM Card

2. Touch Copy from SIM card.

3. Waitfor the SIM card contents to be loaded. Touch one contact to import that
contact individually to your mobile phone, or touch SELECT ALL to import all
contacts to your mobile phone.

If you have more than one account on your phone, touch the account into which
you want to import the contacts.

4.6 Editing a Contact

You can make changes to the information you have stored for a contact at any time.

2. Touch the category of contact information you wish to change: name, phone
number, email address, or any other information you recorded earlier.
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3. Make the desired changes to the contact information, and then touch DONE. To
cancel all of your changes, touch = > Cancel.

4.7 Communicating with Your Contacts

You can quickly call or send a text (SMS) or mulimedia (MMS) message to a
contact's default phone number. You can also open details to view alist of all the ways
you can communicate with that contact. This section describes how to communicate
with a contact when viewed in your contacts list.

4.7.1 Using Quick Contact for Android

1. Touch the contact's picture or picture frame (if you have not assigned a picture to
the contact) to open Quick Contact for Android.
2. Touch the icon for the way you want to communicate with the contact.

Note that the
SIM/UIM card must be inserted (some CDMA mobile phones have anintegrated UIM
card and do not need a separate UIM card)

7.1.1 Checking the Network Connection

1) Your phone will automatically read the access point settings from the SIM/UIM
card (if any).

3. Select the Data enabled check box to tum on the data connection.
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@, Ifyou do not need to access a wireless data network, you can clear the Data
enabled check box to save data traffic costs.

7.2 Wi-Fi®

Wi-Fi gives you wireless access to broadband Intemet. To use Wi-Fi on your mobile
phone, you must have an access to wireless access points (hotspots). Obstacles that
block the Wi-Fi signal will reduce its strength.

7.2.2 Connecting to a Wireless Network

Q\ On the Wi-Fi settings screen, touch ADD NETWORK to add a new Wi-Fi
network.

7.3 Controlling Data Usage

With Data usage, you can set a data usage cycle and the mobile data limit for this
period. You will be notified when data usage reaches the set limit. You can also query
the data usage within a certain period or by a certain application.
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On the Home screen, touch 5 > Settings > Data usage to configure the data
usage settings:

Touch Mobile data to tum on or off the mobile data function. The mobile data
function must be tumed on to configure data control and query data usage.
Select the Set mobile data limit check box. When data traffic reaches the preset
limit, your phone's mobile data connection will be disabled.

Touch the scroll arow beside Data usage cycle, then Change cycle.... After
setting the data usage cycle, touch Set.

Drag the red line to set a data usage limit or the orange line to set a wamning limit.
When data traffic reaches the yellow line, you will be notified; when data traffic
reaches the red line, your phone's mobile networks data connection will be
disabled.

Touch an application to check its data usage.

7.4 Browser

‘Your mobile phone comes with an Intemet browser pre-installed.

@, When known or open Wi-Fi networks and mobile data networks are available at
the same time, your phone will preferably select a Wi-Fi network for Intemet
access.

Touch on the upper section of the screen, and all web pages currently open are
displayed. You can:

« Touch (+) to open a new browser window.

Touch = to open the browser options menu and perform one of the following
operations:

« Bookmarks: Touch to display bookmarks.
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« Refresh: Touch to refresh the current webpage.

« Forward: Touch to navigate to the web page from which you retumed to the
currentweb page.

2. Under WIRELESS & NETWORKS, touch Bluetooth.Your mobile phone will then
scan for Bluetooth devices in range.

3. From the list of found devices, touch the device you want to pair your mobile phone
with.

When using the Email application for the first time, you must configure an email
account. The Email setup wizard helps you to configure your account. A number of
popularemail providers are supported. You can work with the same email service that
you use on your PC or you can select another email service.
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1. Onthe Home screen, touch §& >Email.

2. Touch the email service provider you want to use, or touch Others to enter an
email address and password, then touch Next.

3. Follow the onscreen instructions to set parameters such as POP3, IMAP, and
account. If you do not know how to set the parameters, contact your email service
provider or search online.

4. Touch Next, and the Inbox of the newly configured email account will be displayed.

After creating your initial email account, touch = > Settings > ADD ACCOUNT on
the Inbox screen to add more email accounts.

8.2 Switching Between Email Accounts

8.4 Saving an Email Attachment
