Using the microSD Card as a

The music player will automatically search
for any music on the microSD card sort it into albums and playlists.

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While playing music, touch Q to retumn to the Home screen, the
music will continue to play in the background and you can use other
applications. Open the notifications panel and touch the playing
music to retum to the music playing screen.

Synchronizing Information
