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- To rrasimize battery lifetime, itis recommendad to rechange your headsst to full capacity
only when the battery is low, since a battery has a lifetime of about 500 charging cycles.

= IFyou leave your headset battery empty foran extended pericd of time, it could excessively
discharge the battary. In this case, charge yourheadsat for 2 hours or more until the battery
recowers and rechanges complately, When you first charge the headsat after prolonged stor-
age, it may take few minutes for the red indicator light to turn on.

= Do nct change your headsat for morethan 10 hours,
