FCC RF Exposure Information (SAR)

This phone is designed and manufactured not to exceed the
emission limits for exposure to radio frequency (RF) energy
set by the Federal Communications Commission of the
United States.

During SAR testing, this device was set to transmit at its
highest certified power level in all tested frequency bands,
and placed in positions that simulate RF exposure in usage
against the head with no separation, and near the body with
the separation of 10 mm. Although the SAR is determined at
the highest certified power level, the actual SAR level of the
device while operating can be well below the maximum
value. This is because the phone is designed to operate at
multiple power levels so as to use only the power required to
reach the network. In general, the closer you are to a
wireless base station antenna, the lower the power output.
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The exposure standard for wireless devices employs a unit of
measurement known as the Specific Absorption Rate, or
SAR. The SAR limit set by the FCC is 1.6 W/kg.

This device is complied with SAR for general population
/uncontrolled exposure limits in ANSI/IEEE C95.1-1992 and
had been tested in accordance with the measurement
methods and procedures specified in IEEE1528.

The FCC has granted an Equipment Authorization for this
model phone with all reported SAR levels evaluated as in
compliance with the FCC RF exposure guidelines. SAR
information on this model phone is on file with the FCC and
can be found under the Display Grant section of
www.fcc.gov/oet/eal/fccid after searching on FCC ID:
SRQ-ZTEBLADEL?7.

For this device, the highest reported SAR value for usage
against the head is 0.768W/kg, for usage near the body is
1.253 W/kg.

While there may be differences between the SAR levels of
various phones and at various positions, they all meet the
government requirement.

SAR compliance for body-worn operation is based on a
separation distance of 10 mm between the unit and the
human body. Carry this device at least 10 mm away from
your body to ensure RF exposure level compliant or lower to
the reported level. To support body-worn operation, choose
the belt clips or holsters that do not contain metallic
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components to maintain a separation of 10 mm between this
device and your body.

RF exposure compliance with any body-worn accessory that
contains metal was not tested nor certified, and using such
body-worn accessory should be avoided.

Interference

General Statement on Interface

Care must be taken when using the phone in close
proximity to personal medical devices, such as pacemakers
and hearing aids.

Pacemakers

Pacemaker manufacturers recommend that a minimum
separation of 15 cm be maintained between a mobile phone
and a pacemaker to avoid potential interference with the
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pacemaker. To achieve this, use the phone on the opposite
ear to your pacemaker and do not carry it in a breast pocket.

Hearing Aids

People with hearing aids or other cochlear implants may
experience interfering noises when using wireless devices or
when one is nearby.

The level of interference will depend on the type of hearing
device and the distance from the interference source,
increasing the separation between them may reduce the
interference. You may also consult your hearing aid
manufacturer to discuss alternatives.

Medical Devices

Please consult your doctor and the device manufacturer
to determine if operation of your phone may interfere with
the operation of your medical device.

Hospitals

Switch off your wireless device when requested to do so in
hospitals, clinics or health care facilities. These requests are
designed to prevent possible interference with sensitive
medical equipment.

Aircraft

Switch off your wireless device whenever you are instructed
to do so by airport or airline staff.
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Consult the airline staff about the use of wireless devices on
board the aircraft. If your device offers a ‘flight mode’, this
must be enabled prior to boarding an aircraft.

Interference in Cars

Please note that because of possible interference to
electronic equipment, some vehicle manufacturers forbid
the use of mobile phones in their vehicles unless a
hands-free kit with an external antenna is included in the
installation.

Explosive Environments

Petrol Stations and Explosive Atmospheres

In locations with potentially explosive atmospheres, obey all
posted signs to turn off wireless devices such as your phone
or other radio equipment.

Areas with potentially explosive atmospheres include fuelling
areas, below decks on boats, fuel or chemical transfer or
storage facilities, areas where the air contains chemicals or
particles, such as grain, dust, or metal powders.

Blasting Caps and Areas

blasting area or in areas posted power off “two-way radios”
or “electronic devices” to avoid interfering with blasting
operations.

Power Key e Press and hold to turn on or off airplane
mode, restart, select phone modes, or
power off.

o Press to turn off or on the screen display.

Home Key e Touch to return to the Home Screen from
any application or screen.
e Touch and hold to use Google Search.
Back Key Touch to go to the previous screen.

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Starting up

Installing the micro-SIM Card and the microSDXC™ Card

O WARNING!

To avoid damage to the phone, do not use any other kind of
SIM cards, or any non-standard micro-SIM card cut from a
SIM card. You can get a standard micro-SIM card from your
service provider.

1. Place your finger in the slot at the bottom of the back
cover to lift and remove the cover.
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2. Hold the micro-SIM card with their cut corner oriented as
shown and slip it into the card holder.
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Hold your microSDXC card with the metal contacts facing
down and slide it into the microSDXC card slot.
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4. Insert the battery by aligning the golden contacts on the
battery and those in the battery compartment. Gently
push down on the battery until it clicks into place.
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5. Replace the back cover.

Charging the Battery

Your phone’s battery should have enough power for the
phone to turn on, find a signal, and make a few calls. You
should fully charge the battery as soon as possible.

If the battery is low, there will be a pop-up message on the
screen. As you charge your phone, open the notification
panel and drag the panel downwards, the screen will show
you the exact battery level on the status bar.
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© WARNING!

Use only ZTE-approved chargers and cables. The use of
unapproved accessories could damage your phone or cause
the battery to explode.

1. Connect the adapter to the charging jack. Ensure that the
adapter is inserted with the correct orientation. Do not
force the connector into the charging jack.
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2. Connect the charger to a standard AC power outlet. If the

phone is on, you'll see a charging icon, such as 7] or
appear on the status bar.

3. Disconnect the charger when the battery is fully charged.

NOTE:

If the battery is extremely low, you may be unable to power
on the phone even when it is being charged. In this case, try
again after charging the phone for at least 20 minutes.
Contact the customer service if you still cannot power on the
phone after prolonged charging.

Powering On/Off

e Press and hold the Power key to turn on your phone.

e To switch it off, hold Power key to open the options menu
and touch Power off.

Setting Up for the First Time

When you first power on your phone after you purchase it or
reset it to factory settings, you need to do some settings
before using it.

use and then touch L. Then follow the prompts to set up
Wi-Fi, Google services and other options.

Getting Around Your Phone

Touch Control

You can use finger gestures to control your phone. The
controls on your touch-screen change dynamically
depending on the tasks you're performing.

Touch the buttons, icons, or applications to select items
or to open applications.

Flick the screen to scroll up, down, left or right.
Hold and drag to move particular items across the screen.
Double-tap the screen to zoom in/out an image.
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Home Screen

The Home Screen is the starting point for your phone’s
applications, functions, and menus. You can customize your
Home Screen by adding folders, widgets, and more.
Extended Home Screen

The Home Screen extends beyond the screen width, giving

you loads more space to add more stuff. Simply slide your
finger to the left or right.

Choosing Your Wallpaper

1. Touch and hold the Recent apps key from the Home
Screen.

2. In the window that appears at the bottom, touch
Wallpaper.

3. Slide left or right on the wallpaper tab to select an image
as the wallpaper. You can also touch Gallery or Camera
to choose or capture a picture. Some cropping may be
needed for Gallery images.

NOTE:

In addition, you can touch the Home key, slide screen to

touch Settings > Display > Wallpaper to pick an image from

Gallery, or Photos, or an animation from Live Wallpapers.
NOTE:

To change the home screen wallpaper blur effect, touch and
hold the Recent apps key from the Home Screen, touch
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Wallpaper and drag the Blur level bar to adjust it. This
feature is not available for live wallpapers.

Removing Items From Your Home Screen
1. Touch the Home key to return to the Home Screen.
2. Touch and hold the item you want to delete.
3. Dragitto E to delete it.
4. If the item is an application, touch OK to uninstall it.
NOTE:
Some preinstalled apps cannot be uninstalled.

Open/Close the Notification Panel

Notifications report the arrival of new messages, calendar
events, and alarms, as well as ongoing events, such as when
you've configured your phone as a Wi-Fi hotspot. You can
open the notification panel to view the details of notifications.

« To open the notification panel, swipe your finger down
from the top of the screen.

« To close the notification panel, swipe your finger up on
the screen or touch the Back key.

Phone Calls

Making Calls

You can place calls from the Phone app, the People app, or
other apps or widgets that display contact information.
Wherever you see a phone number, you can usually touch it
to dial.

Calling From the Phone

1. Touch on the Home Screen.

2. Touch @ and enter the phone number with the dialpad.
Touch to delete incorrect digits.
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3. Touch 9 below the keypad to dial.
NOTE:

To make an international call, touch and hold the 0 key to
enter the plus (+) symbol. Next, enter the country code,
followed by the city/area code and then the phone number.

Calling From Your Contacts

1. Touch the Home key and slide on the screen to select
Contacts.

2. Slide your finger to scroll the contacts list and touch the
contact you want to call.

You can search for a contact by tapping E] on the top of
the screen.

3. Touch ‘c next to a contact to place the call.

Calling From Your Call History

1. Touch the Home key > > .
2. Touch a listing to call back.

Calling From a Text Message

If a text message contains a phone number that you want to
call, you can make the call while viewing the text message.

Touch the conversation and then find the message that
contains the phone number you need.

The Message Box

Instead of an inbox and outbox, your phone organizes all
Messaging you sent and received into one box, where
Messaging exchanged with the same number are grouped
into one message thread in the Messaging Screen. You can
tap a thread to see the conversation you have had with
someone.

Sending a Message

1. Onthe Messaging screen, touch ° at the bottom.
2. Add recipients by one of the following ways.

» Touch the To field and manually enter the recipient’'s
number or the contact name. If the phone presents a
few suggestions, touch the one you want to add.
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» Select recipients from your contacts or call log on the
screen.

3. Touch the Send message field and enter the message
text.

4. If you want to send a multimedia message, touch & to
attach a file to the message.

NOTES:

e You can also include email addresses as recipients for a
multimedia message.

e Do not add any attachment if you want to send a text
message. Otherwise you may be charged for a
multimedia message.

Message Settings
The phone’s message settings are pre-configured for you to

use immediately. To change them, touch > Settings in the
Messaging screen to change the messaging settings.
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Connecting to Networks and
Devices

Set Access Point Names

To connect to the Internet you can use the default Access
Point Names (APN). And if you want to add a new APN,
please contact the service provider to get the necessary
information.

1. Touch the Home key and slide on the screen to select
Settings > More > Cellular networks.

2. Touch Access Point Names > &

3. Touch each item to enter the information you get from
your service provider.

4. Touch : > Save to complete.

NOTE:

To set the APN to default settings, touch ! > Reset to
default.

Turn Wi-Fi On and Connect to a Wi-Fi

Network

Touch a network name to connect to it.

Your phone automatically connects to previously used Wi-Fi
networks when they are in range.

Bluetooth

Bluetooth® is a short-range wireless communication
technology. Phones or other devices with Bluetooth
capabilities can exchange information wirelessly within a
distance of about 10 meters (32.8 feet). The Bluetooth
devices must be paired before the communication is
performed.

1. Touch the Home key and slide on the screen to select
Settings > Bluetooth.

2. Slide the switch next to Bluetooth to turn on or off
Bluetooth.

When Bluetooth is on, the % icon appears in the status
bar.
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Tethering & portable hotspot

You can share your phone’s data capabilities through
tethering or by activating the mobile hotspot feature to create
a portable Wi-Fi hotspot.

Share Your Mobile Data Connection via Bluetooth
1. Pair your phone with your computer via Bluetooth.

2. Configure your computer to obtain its network connection
via Bluetooth. For more information, please see your
computer's documents.

3. Touch the Home key slide on the screen to select
Settings > More > Tethering & portable hotspot.

4. Switch on Bluetooth tethering. Your computer is now
sharing your phone's data connection.

NOTE:

To stop sharing your data connection, switch off Bluetooth
tethering.

Share Your Mobile Data Connection as a Wi-Fi Hotspot

When the portable Wi-Fi hotspot feature is enabled, you
cannot use your phone’s Wi-Fi capability to access the
Internet. You still remain connected to the Internet via your
mobile data network.

1. Touch the Home key slide on the screen to select
Settings > More > Tethering & portable hotspot.
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. Switch on Portable Wi-Fi hotspot.

After a moment, the phone starts broadcasting its Wi-Fi
network name (SSID).

. On another device, locate your phone via Wi-Fi and

connect with it to start using the phone’s mobile data.
NOTE:

To stop sharing your data connection, switch off Portable
Wi-Fi hotspot.

Browser

Use Browser to view web pages and search for information.

Opening the Browser

You can also open the browser by touching a web link - for
example, in an email or a text message.

Listening to Your FM Radio

With the FM Radio, you can search for radio channels, listen
to them, and collect them to your phone.

station in your area. The wired headset works as an antenna,
so always connect the headset when using the radio.

Google Play™ Store

Touch the Home key > Play Store. You can buy or rent
music, books, movies, apps, and download them to your
phone.
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NOTE:

The content you can access in Google Play Store depends
on your region and your service provider.

Other Applications
Clock

Touch the Home key and slide on the screen to select Clock.
The Clock app allows you to check local time in places
around the world, set alarms, and use timers.

File Explorer

Quickly access all of your images, videos, audio clips, and
other types of files on your phone storage.

Touch the Home key and slide on the screen to select File
Explorer. You can touch a file category to find the file you
need, or touch Internal Storage or External Storage to

browse folders and files on the phone storage, or the
microSDXC card.

Settings

The Settings app contains most of the tools for customizing
and configuring your phone.
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Wi-Fi

Touch the Home key and slide on the screen to select
Settings > Wi-Fi. You can turn Wi-Fi on or off and configure
your Wi-Fi connections.

Bluetooth

Touch the Home key and slide on the screen to select
Settings > Bluetooth.

Touch the Home key and slide on the screen to select
Settings > More > Tethering & portable hotspot > Wi-Fi
hotspot settings and user management to configure
hotspot settings.

Hard keys

Touch the Home key and slide on the screen to select
Settings > Hard key. You can exchange the location of the
Recent apps key and the Back key.

Touch the Home key and slide on the screen to select
Settings > Printing to manage Google Cloud Print service

or other printer plug-ins installed from the Google Play Store
or your printer manufacturer.
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About Phone

Touch the Home key and slide on the screen to select
Settings > About phone to view important phone
information and legal information. You can also touch My
Phone Name to give your phone a name for easy
identification when others want to connect to your phone via
Bluetooth or Wi-Fi hotspot.
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
