1. First, plug the Transformer into a Standard 110/120V Household electrical outlet. Then,
insert the connecting plug into the opening located on the side of the Charger.

2. Plug the battery wire connector and transformer wire connector together.
3. Charge the battery pack for 5 hours. The battery pack will feel warm.

In this condition, the battery is fully charged.

NOTE: Leaving the Battery in the Charger will not increase the life of your battery.
4. After charging and during use, the Battery Pack will become warm.

IMPORTANT: Please allow the Battery Pack to cool prior to recharging.
Charging before doing so will greatly reduce the life of the Battery.

1. Carefully turn the vehicle on its side and locate the battery compartment found on the
bottom of the vehicle chassis.

2. Unscrew to open and remove the battery cover on the vehicle chassis.

3. Connect the wire plug on the battery to
the wire plug on the vehicle.

4. Place the wire plug into the gap in the
battery compartment.

5. Insert the 7.2V Ni-Cd battery to the
compartment.

6. Replace the battery compartment
cover and screw back on.
