Cut the ribbon.
Carefully remove the ribbon that

remains inside the printer unit.
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Troubleshooting

n Reattach the ribbon with tape or similar
material.

E Rotate the take-up roller until the part
attached with tape cannot be seen

(Any matter printed when the error occurred will be output.)

The error is not cleared until initialization is performed.

The printer stopped with the paper partially cut

n Set the ON/OFF switch to OFF and then ON again.
The paper jam is released and the cutter blade returns to
its standby position.

/\ Caution

« If the paper jam is not released, do not forcefully pull out or tear off the paper.
Contact a service representative. Pulling the paper with force may damage the cutter.

E Remove the partially printed part of paper from the printer.
Next, refer to “The printer is jammed with paper” (see P.23).
The power has been cut during printing

If the power is cut during printing, you will not be able to open the top door.

[l set the ON/OFF switch to OFF and then ON again.
The partially printed paper is cut into scrap-size pieces and removed.
After this, you can open the top door.

/\ Caution

* Do not remove the trash box at this time. This may cause a paper jam.

E Check that no partially printed paper remains in the printer.

If partially printed paper remains, refer to “The printer is jammed with paper” (see P.23).

/\ Caution

* Do not set the ON/OFF switch to OFF during printing. This may cause a malfunction.
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Platen roller

If indentations or lines appear in regular intervals (approximately 38 mm) and in the same
place on printouts, or if the back of the printout (white side) is dirty, clean the platen roller.
There may be dust, dirt, adhesive, etc. from the ribbon or paper on the platen roller.

n Prepare a piece of gauze or other soft cloth
moistened with ethyl alcohol.

E Perform the steps [l of “Setting the media
(paper, ribbon)”.

K} Wipe off all the dirt while turning the platen
roller.

/\ Caution

* Do not touch parts other than cleaning
target when cleaning.

» Take care to not cut, scratch, or hurt your
hands on any sharp edges within the printer.
Use safety lint-free gloves or other proper
protective clothing.

Remove all Accessories and Attachments from the printer (print media ink ribbon, paper
roll, USB cable, power cable and paper tray) and store or transport them separately.

Please save the Print Head Protective Pad and do not throw away any packaging as you
will need them to safely transport the printer.
