How to Connect the Mouse with a Computer

computer.

2.Slide the power switch on the bottom of the mouse at any mode(2.4G/OFF/BT), The
mouse is under recharging.

3.The computer will recognize and configure the mouse automatically at wired mode.

4.The mouse will be ready for use when the configuration is finished.

2.4G wireless pairing
