HOW TO INSTALL BATTERIES

IN VEHICLE:

1. Push the ON/OFF Switch to the OFF position.

2. Open the Battery Cover.

3. Insert the 3 “AAA” Batteries into the Battery
Compartment. (See Diagram #1)

4. Replace Battery Cover.

USING YOUR VEHICLE:

Push the ON/OFF Switch to the OFF position.
Open the Battery Cover.

Insert the 2 “AA” Batteries into the
battery compartment. (See Diagram #2)
Replace Battery Cover.

1. Turn power switch to ‘ON’ position.
2. Use Controller to operate vehicle.
3. After operation, turn off car and

remove batteries.
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PERFORMANCE TIPS:

* Use fresh Alkaline Batteries.

Do not drive through water

For best performance, do

not operate on slick surfaces.

Concrete, asphalt and

short carpet are the recommended

driving surfaces.

Be sure to rest Vehicle for 30 minutes

after every 15 minutes of operation.
Electrical, CB interference, Mobile

Phone, Air Conditioning, Elevators and Steel
Girders in building will affect the Vehicle
operation.

Do not leave the Vehicle or Transmitter near
a source of heat or under direct Sunlight

for long periods of time.

* Make sure ON/OFF Switch on your Vehicle is
“OFF” when not in use.

Remove the Batteries from the Vehicle and
Transmitter when not in use.
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
