CONNECTING THE WIRELESS TRANSMITTER DRAINING WATER OUT OF SPEAKERS
1. Connect the single 3.5mm plug to the line-in jack at the back of the If your speakers are exposed to rain, there is a chance some water may get
transmitter [shown in the diagram). inside.

2. Connect the opposite end of the cable with 3.5mm to your audio To ensure the highest sound quality, follow these steps to drain the water out:

On most audio devices [including some TV's) you can connect
the 3.5mm plug to the line in jack. e Turn the speaker upside down as shown is diagram 1.
* Hold the speaker with the grill facing down and lightly shake it a couple of times.
3. Switch the transmitter on by lifting the antenna to an up-right * Return the speaker to the normal upright position.
position. The blue LED power indicator will illuminate. Extend the
antenna to the maximum range. WARNING:
® Do not leave the speakers in rain for more than 10 minutes.
4. Turn the speaker on by rotating the volume dial clockwise. e Make sure that all of the water is drained out of the speakers.
* Towel dry the outer surface of the speakers and store upside down as shown in
diagram 2 when they have been exposed to rain.

If there is interference from other radio sources or flourescent lamps: If there Is poor sound quality:
* Move the transmitter or receiver elsewhere. * Make sure the antenna on the transmitter is fully extended.
* The speaker or transmitter batteries may be low. Change them.
If the volume level is too low: * The speakers may be out of range. Move them closer to the transmitter.
* Adjust the volume level of the speaker, or adjust the output level of the audio
source, which is connected to the transmitter. If there Is distortion:
* The speaker batteries may be low. Change them.
If there is no sound: * The speakers may be out of range. Move them closer to the transmitter.
» Make sure the transmitter switch is on by raising the antenna to an up-right * The volume of the audio source may be turned down. Turn the volume up.
